From the Pastors Pen Sept. 24-25, 2022

Saint of the week: St. Jerome (Sept. 30) was born to a rich pagan family. Jerome led a wild and
misspent youth. He studied in Rome, Italy, and became a lawyer. He converted and joined the Church in
theory, and baptized in 365, but it was only when he began his study of theology that he had a

true conversion and the faith became integral to his life.

He became a monk, then, needing isolation for his study of Scripture, he lived for years as a hermit in
the Syrian deserts. There he is reported to have drawn a thorn from a lion‘s paw; the animal stayed loy-

ally at his side for years.

Jerome was a student of Saint Gregory of Nazianzen, secretary to Pope Damasus | who commissioned
Jerome to revise the Latin text of the Bible. The result was 30 years of work which we know as
the Vulgate translation, the standard Latin version for over a millennia, and which is still in use today.

Friend and teacher of Saint Paula, Saint Marcella, and Saint Eustochium, an association that led to so much gossip that Jerome

left Rome to return to desert solitude. He lived his last 34 years in the Holy Land as a semi-recluse, writing and translating works of
history, biography, the writings of Origen, and much more. Jerome was a Doctor of the Church and Father of the Church. Since his

own time, he has been associated in the popular mind with scrolls, writing, cataloging, translating, which led to those who work in

such fields taking him as their patron —a man who knew their lives and problems.

: Obscure saint of the week: St. Jan of Dukla (Sept. 29) was a hermit and joined the Friars Minor

| Conventual in 1440. Jan became a priest. He preached in Ukraine, Moldavia and Belarus. He was often a
*  local superior, and once led the Franciscan custody headquartered in Lviv, Ukraine. In 1463 he joined part
Y of the Observant Franciscans, who followed their Rule very strictly. He helped repel a Tartar attack on Lviv
in 1474. Jan's life was characterized by poverty, obedience, asceticism, and devotion to Our Lady. He was
sought to reconcile schismatics to the Church. Jan became blind at age 70, he continued his ministry
as preacher and confessor.

The Sunday Gospel in Everyday English

“There once was a rich man, expensively dressed in the latest fashions, wasting his days in conspicuous consumption. A poor man
named Lazarus, covered with sores, had been dumped on his doorstep. All he lived for was to get a meal from scraps off the rich
man’s table. His best friends were the dogs who came and licked his sores.

“Then he died, this poor man, and was taken up by the angels to the lap of Abraham. The rich man also died and was buried. In
hell and in torment, he looked up and saw Abraham in the distance and Lazarus in his lap. He called out, ‘Father Abraham, mercy!
Have mercy! Send Lazarus to dip his finger in water to cool my tongue. I’'m in agony in this fire.’

“But Abraham said, ‘Child, remember that in your lifetime you got the good things and Lazarus the bad things. It’s not like that
here. Here he’s consoled and you’re tormented. Besides, in all these matters there is a huge chasm set between us so that no one
can go from us to you even if he wanted to, nor can anyone cross over from you to us.’

“The rich man said, ‘Then let me ask you, Father: Send him to the house of my father where | have five brothers, so he can tell
them the score and warn them so they won’t end up here in this place of torment.’

Don’t let the purple garments and fine linen throw you. We who are fortunate enough to not have to think about our daily needs

* being met don’t have to be dressed in fancy clothing. But it would not hurt to reflect for a moment on the unsettling parable of
. Lazarus and the rich man. Why? As Amos reminds us in the first reading, complacency isn’t an option. Perhaps one of the simplest

elements of this teaching of Jesus is the fact that the name Lazarus comes from the Hebrew name Eleazar, which means “God is

* my helper,” or “God will help.” Lazarus had no one on earth to help him and so he trusted in God completely. Although this may
, hot be easy for us to do, it is what God asks of us. This coming week, seek to know the Lord better through studying his word and

seeking him in prayer more often. Allow him to walk beside you.

GO EVANGELIZE | PRAYER, INVITATION, WITNESS, ACCOMPANIMENT

Who is “Lazarus” today? He could be the homeless person who smells of cigarettes and hasn’t bathed in a while, or the mentally ill

woman who shouts at us as we walk by. Today’s readings challenge us to move out of complacency and judgment and, instead,
see the poor as human beings deserving of dignity and care. Unlike the rich man in today’s parable, we still have time to reorder
Lour priorities and find ways to close the “chasm” between rich and poor. As Pope Francis said during the Mass for the World Day
of the Poor in 2021, indifference is not an option. The Church “asks us not to turn aside, not to be afraid to take a close look at the
suffering of those most vulnerable.” Then, act. Today’s psalm tells us all we need to know: “Blessed he who keeps faith forever,
secures justice for the oppressed, gives food to the hungry.”
